Step 1 — Preparing for installation

Disconnect electrical
power at fuse or circuit
breaker box before
installing or servicing any
part of this fixture and
carefully remove the
fixture from the carton,
remove components from
hardware kit.
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Remove diffuser (2) from
fixture (1) by gently |
pushing one side up inside i ':
top corner and pulling the
other side out

from the fixture then set it
aside until ready to be
reinstalled.

Wiring — All wiring must take place inside junction box (not included)

Align wiring port of fixture (1) to junction
box (not included) then using 2 screws (3)
to secure it temporary to the

ceiling. Proceed to mark each location
through the four holes on outer perimeter
of the fixture for additional support.

Take fixture down by removing the two
screws (3). Drill small pilot hole at center
of each marked locations. If there is

a wood joist, use a suitable wood screw
(4) to mount the fixture. Where there is no
wood joist to screw into, drill a larger %"
hole for plastic anchor (5) or use a %"
toggle bolt (not included) of suitable
length to mount channel securely to the
ceiling.

Step 2 — Wiring fixture

Make all wire connections to appropriate wire. Secure with wire nuts (provided).

Connect the green wire from the fixture to the supply power source ground wire.

For none dimming fixture. Connect the white wire from the fixture to the white (N) wire from supply power source.

Connect the black fixture wire to the black (L) wire from supply power source. Pink and purple wires are not to bE used and must be individually capped to prevent
shorting.

e For TRIAC dimming fixture. Connect the white wire from the fixture to corresponding neutral (N) wire in accordance with the dimmer manufacturer instructions.
Connect the black wire from the fixture to the corresponding control line (L) wire in accordance with the dimmer manufacturer instructions. Pink and purple wires
are not to be used and must be individually capped to prevent shorting.

® For 0-10V dimming fixture. Connect the pink wire from the fixture to the dimmer source gray or pink wire. Connect the purple wire from the fixture to the dimmer
source purple wire. Connect the white wire from the fixture to the neutral (N) wire from dimming source per dimmer wiring instructions. Connect the black wire
from the fixture to the control line (L) wire from dimmer supply power source per dimmer wiring instructions.
