1- Attach ground spike to the fixture.
2- To install bulb: Turn and remove the cap off and push bulb pins in socket holes 
carefully until seated. Then re-place the cap.

The main cable from power units should be buried for less than 6 inches 
under the ground level and can be purchased from your local electric supply 
house.

1. Attach fixture(s) wires to main cable with cable connector suitable for
direct burial.
Warning: Fixture(s) wires have to be run in close proximity to fixture(s)
and not buried more than 3 inches.
2. Dig a small hole and insert fixture spike into ground and turn on power unit.
