The main cable from power units should be buried for less than 6 inches  
under the ground level and can be purchased from your local electric supply 
house. 

1. Attach fixture(s) wires to main cable with cable connector suitable for
direct burial.
War ning: Fixture(s) wires have to be run in close proximity to fixture(s)
and not buried more than 3 inches.

Assemb l y Instr uctions 
These fixtures are designed for ground recessed mounting. 
1- Remove fixture from its PVC sleeve. 
2- To install bulb: Unscrew face plate of fixture. Push bulb pins into holes of socket

carefully until seated. Then re-place face plate to fixture. 
3- Insert fixture into PVC sleeve until  it is locked. Then insert PVC sleeve into ground

and flush it with finish floor. Run main cable through bottom of PVC sleeve.
