Installation Steps:

Figure 1: Bend out mounting tab 90 degrees on each corner.

Figure 2: Use side cutters to adjust each tab to height of T-grid.

Figure 3: Lay fixture into T-gird grid.

Figure 4: Bend tabs flush against T-grid in order to clear corner for ceiling tile.

Figure 5:Use a #8x1/4" sheet metal screw to fasten fixture to T-grid and use a hanger wire to tie off
appropriately in accordance with local building codes(screws and hanger wires supplied by others).

Figure 6:Ensure that the wiring of the last fixture in the row is properly terminated.Then make all electrical
connections to the fixture.Attach the wiring access cover plate.
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
