1). WARNING- Before starting the wire connections, disconnect the power
by turning off the circuit breaker or removing the fuse at the fuse panel. Turning
the power off using the light switch is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.
2). This luminaire must be connected with supply wire rated at 904. Most
dwellings built before 1985 have supply wire rated at 6@ C; consult a qualified
electrician before installing this luminaire.

3). Connect the power source to the luminaire junction box. Then, Make power
Connections, (see FIG. C) Wiring Diagram use twist type wire connectors (by
others) suitable for the size, type and number of wires.
